In this photo, Ezra Santiago is pictured leading the team and the village kids of Tiritibol in song. This day in Tiritibol was marked by supernatural team unity, anointed children’s ministry and an openness to the Gospel that this village had never experienced. 
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“It was a dark summer night, fire blazing. Yet unlike your typical American bonfire, this one was created to burn idols. We all crowded into the small church kitchen, mud walls and the idols only lit by the glow of the fire stove. The pastor had invited us to take part in this late night ceremony as we headed back from a long day of children’s ministry. The man that these idols belonged to had a son who had been experiencing seizures. They couldn’t seem to find the root of the issue. The pastor had asked him if they had idols of any kind in their house, but he denied being apart of the witchcraft. However, when he couldn’t take seeing his son suffer any longer, he brought the idols to the church pastor at 5 am so that the pastor could deal with them, and after that, his son was okay again!  


This was not his first experience with this type of activity considering the heavy presence of witchcraft in the village of Beleju where he lives. The people spend their fortunes to line their houses with idols of every kind. At first sight, they looked so innocent with their smiling faces and their nativity-like appearance. However, as our missionary began to explain to us that the people actually worshipped these idols instead of God, and that behind each one of them was a demon being worshipped, I knew that it was time for them to go. We each got to take a hammer to them then tossed them in the fire. It was simply amazing to see this village family literally lay down their physical idols in order to follow Christ, and it was life-changing to see Jesus reign victorious in the village of Beleju.”

Summary 


Eight team members, 8 hours from Guatemala City, 8 different villages.
